1974, Todi (IT) 
 
 
 Roberto Bernardi nasce a Todi (IT) nel 1974. Dopo aver 
conseguito la maturità scientifica, si trasferisce a Roma dove 
lavora come restauratore presso la Chiesa di San Francesco a 
Ripa, ma presto decide di dedicarsi a tempo pieno alla creazione 
dei suoi quadri e si avvicina al fotorealismo, movimento nato in 
America negli anni Settanta. Nel 2004 si trasferisce a Manhattan, 
viene fortemente influenzato dalla cultura americana e inizia a 
frequentare il prestigioso mondo dell’arte della Grande Mela. Dal 
2004 al 2010 partecipa a numerosi progetti artistici promossi da 
collezionisti americani ed europei e da altri artisti rappresentanti 
del movimento iperrealista. Nel 2010 la multinazionale italiana del 
petrolio e del gas Eni ha aggiunto Bernardi al gruppo di giovani 
talenti provenienti da tutto il mondo per interpretare in modo 
univoco ogni momento della comunicazione di Eni e ha aggiunto 
una sua opera alla loro prestigiosa collezione d’arte. Dal 2012 ha 
partecipato a un tour internazionale dei musei che è iniziato al 
Museo di Tubinga in Germania ed è continuato in altri 13 musei 
in tutto il mondo, tra cui il Thyssen-Bornemisza e il Museo di Belle 
Arti di Bilbao in Spagna, il Kunsthal Museum di Rotterdam in 
Olanda, il New Orleans Museum of Art e l’Oklahoma City Museum of Art negli Stati Uniti. Nel 2014 è invitato a partecipare 
alla Biennale di Realismo Contemporaneo presso il Fort Wayne Museum of Art (USA). Ha realizzato mostre personali e 
collettive in tutto il mondo, tra le quali si ricorda “Hyperrealism in the Blanca and Borja Thyssen-Bornemisza Collection” 
presso il Museo Thyssen-Bornemisza a Madrid (2022), occasione in cui il museo spagnolo ha acquisito un opera di 
Beranrdi  per la sua prestiogisa collezione. Tra il 2022 e il 2023 alcune sue opere sono state battute dalle famose case 
d’asta Sotheby’s e Phillips e hanno raggiunto ottimi risultati. Vive e lavora a Todi (IT).  
 
 
Roberto Bernardi was born in Todi (IT) in 1974. After finishing high school, he moved to Rome where he began working 
as a restorer at the church of San Francesco in Ripa, but he soon moved on from painting restoration to devote himself 
entirely to the creation of his paintings and moved towards a new form of realism closely related to hyperrealism. In 2004 
he moved to Manhattan, his works were strongly influenced by the American culture and he began to have relations with 
the prestigious art world of the Big Apple. From 2004 to 2010 he took part in many artistic projects sponsored by American 
and European collectors along with other artists of the hyperrealist movement. In 2010 the Italian multinational oil and gas 
company, ENI, added Bernardi to the group of young talents from all over the world to uniquely interpret every moment 
of Eni’s communication and commissioned Bernardi a work that they added to their prestigious art collection. Since 2012 
Bernardi took part in an international museum tour that began at the Tübingen Museum in Germany and then continued 
in 13 other museums around the world. This exhibition tour included the prestigious Thyssen-Bornemisza Museum and 
the Museum of Bellas Artes in Bilbao (Spain), the Kunsthal Museum in Rotterdam (Holland), the New Orleans Museum of 
Art and the Oklahoma City Museum of Art (U.S.A.). In 2014 he was invited to the “Contemporary Realism Biennal” at the 
Fort Wayne Museum of Art (U.S.A.). He has held solo and group exhibitions all over the world, including "Hyperrealism in 
the Blanca and Borja Thyssen-Bornemisza Collection" at the Thyssen-Bornemisza Museum in Madrid (2022), an occasion 
on which the Spanish museum acquired a work by Beranrdi for its prestigious collection. Between 2022 and 2023, some 
of his works were auctioned by the famous auction houses Sotheby's and Phillips and achieved excellent results. He lives 
and works in Todi (IT).
